The first nwno of the n'wx1a NN, gives us an
account of the creation of the world, and concludes
with the words, "nwy TWX INOX70 'vawn D oypIR 7
-And n' finished on the seventh day the work which
He had made." How does this 0o fit in with the
prohibition against nox'7n on the naw? If n' completed
the creation of the world on the seventh day, does it
not imply that some nax'm was done on that day too?
Rashi solves our problem by explaining that n"s clock
is more precise than our own. Human beings, who
cannot measure time as accurately as n' Himself,
must cease from work several minutes before nightfall
to make sure we do not violate n .naw', however,
knows exactly when "the seventh day" begins, and
He went on creating the world right up until the last
moment. To us, whose vision is not so perfect, it
would have appeared as if n' ceased to work on naw
itself.

Every letter, word and sentence in the nin is precise,
and included in order to teach us something positive.
What then are we to conclude from the fact that n'
continued His work right up until the very last possible
instant, something which we must be careful not to
do?

We are taught by our nmbon that "n' created nothing
superfluous in His world," including the creation of
time itself. Every organism, every object, and every
minute has been created with a Divine purpose in
mind, and must be fully utilized and not squandered.
Even one second can make a difference.

Every person in the world is created with his own
individual talents and abilities, and each of us is given
the right circumstances in which we may use them to
the fullest. At this time in history, the end of the sixth
millennium since the creation of the world, we stand
at the threshold of n'wnn nm'. We can counter the
claims of a person who says that his actions hold no
importance, as our ni7a is almost over and that only a
few minutes remain. How can an insignificant
individual possibly add to the accumulated nixn of
the generations who went before us, including our
forefathers, 11'an nwn, the n'x11 and the n'xmx, who
were spiritually superior to us in every way? he may
ask. The nnin, however, teaches us that the opposite
is true. Every minute we are allotted is precious, and
indeed, the whole of creation may hinge on a single
second. Even a tiny good deed can tip the balance
and bring Moshiach now, the culmination of the entire
creation.
